alongside the A379 has also been proposed.
Parishioners will have an opportunity to express their preference.

Improving the village: Bakery Square had a face lift last summer

_ and has set the standard we want to achieve in
the village. Grass cutting has been co-ordinated
. _s and we now need to tackle the cleanliness of
2 the roads, streets and pavements. Parishioners
B can make a big difference by ensuring that they
do not add to the litter dropped by visitors.

The major consultations that we are involved in are the proposed
reorganisation of local government and the possible building of
an incineratorto the north of the village. The Council made strong
representations opposing them.

OYO: the Parish Council supported the Yealmpton Youth
club with funding towards the cost of a professional youth
worker. The Youth Club meets in the Parish Rooms 2 nights
a week:
